DIRECTIONS TO KINNELON HIGH SCHOOL 
 

From Route 287 – Either North or South -- Rt. 287 to Exit 52B (Route 23 North); go 

approximately 3 miles on 23 North to jughandle for Kinnelon Road/Kiel Avenue (right lane 

exit). At end of jughandle, at light, make left. Cross Route 23. (You are now on Kinnelon Road.) 

Continue straight for approximately 1.5 miles. Kinnelon High School is on your left. Park in 

visitor parking in circle. 



 

 

From Route 23 South: 

Take Kinnelon Road Exit (a right).  (You are now on Kinnelon Road.) Continue straight for 

approximately 1.5 miles. Kinnelon High School is on your left. Park in visitor parking in circle 

 

From  Rockaway/Denville Area: 

 

Take Diamond Spring Road about 4.5 miles to your 1
st
 Stop Sign.  Make a left onto Powerville 

Road (turns into Kinnelon Road when you enter Kinnelon).  Take Powerville 4.8 miles to the 

high school on your right. 

 

 
 

Directions to Kinnelon Recreation Park Fields (Kinnelon) 
Some Varsity and JV and MS Softball Games Played Here 

  

  From the North:  

Travel Route 23 South. Once you pass the Meadtown Shopping Center, go to 

the third light and you will see a Nissan and Ford car dealership  just before 

the light for Boonton Avenue (also known as Route 511 South); make a right.  

Travel Boonton Avenue (it bares to the left at the fork) The fields will be 

about ¾ of a mile on your right.  If you get to Stony Brook School you have 

gone too far. 

From Route 80 East or West 

Take Route 80 East or West to Route 287 North to Exit 52B (23 North).  Go 

past a home depot (1st light),  past an Applebees (2nd light), go through the 

3rd light (which is Boonton Ave.) take the jughandle (Boonton Ave/ Route 511) 

which will place you on    Rt. 23 proceeding South.  At the first light turn 

right onto Boonton Ave/Route 511.   

Travel Boonton Avenue (it bares to the left at the fork) The fields will be 

about ¾ of a mile on your right.  If you get to Stony Brook School you have 

 



gone too far. 

 

From Rt 23  North: 

After passing Route 287 exits,  Go past a home depot (1st light),  past an 

Applebees (2nd light), go through the 3rd light (which is Boonton Ave.) take 

the jughandle (Boonton Ave/ Route 511) which will place you on    Rt. 23 

proceeding South.  At the first light turn right onto Boonton Ave/Route 511.   

Travel Boonton Avenue (it bares to the left at the fork) The fields will be 

about ¾ of a mile on your right.  If you get to Stony Brook School you have 

gone too far. 

 

Kinnelon Recreation Park from Denville/ Mountain Lakes Area 

 

Take Diamond Spring Road in Denville approx 4 miles to the stop sign (4 corners)  
Make a left onto Powerville Road.  Powerville Road becomes Kinnelon Road 
when you enter Kinnelon.  It is approx 4 miles from 4 corners until you make a 
right onto Fayson Lakes Road (if you get to the high school, you’ve gone too far).  
Fayson Lakes road is long and windy with sharp turns.  You will stay on Fayson 
Lakes Road for about 2 miles until your first and only stop sign.  Make a left onto 
Boonton Ave.  Go past Stony Brook School on your left.  About ¼ mile on your 
left will be Kinnelon Recreation Park 

 

 

 

Directions to Boonton Ave Fields 

  From Route 23 South:  

Travel Route 23 South. Once you pass the Meadtown Shopping Center, go 

through the next traffic light. Nissan and Ford car dealership is just before 

the light for Boonton Avenue (also known as Route 511); make a right.  

Travel Boonton Avenue (it bares to the left at the fork) until you see 

Stonybrook School on your right.  Go Past the school to the stop sign.  The 

fields are ahead of you on the right.  

 



 

From Route 287  and/or Route 23 North:  

Take Route 80 East or West to Route 287 North. Follow Route 287 and exit 

at the signs for Route 23 North. Continue on Route 23 North passing through 

a number of traffic lights. (travel approximately two miles on Route 23) Look 

for the signs for a U-turn for Route 511/Boonton Avenue. Take the U-turn. A 

Nissan Ford car dealership is on the right hand side just before the Boonton 

Avenue turn; make a right. Travel Boonton Avenue (it bares to the left at the 

fork) until you see Stonybrook School on your right.  Go Past the school to 

the stop sign.

From Route 287 - Take exit #52 to Route 23 North. Proceed approximately 5 miles through four lights. Take the 

exit marked Kinnelon Road, proceed to the light and turn left onto Kinnelon Rd. Cross over Route 23 and proceed 

up Kinnelon Road to the third light. Make a left onto Ricker Road. Make the first right onto Kiel Avenue. The 

school is approximately 1/4 mile up on the left.
