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 SYRACUSE UNIVERSITY COURSES 

TO BE OFFERED AT KHS  

Syracuse Universityôs Project Advance is a program that is based on a 

partnership with secondary schools , which allows high school students to take 

college level courses taught by Syracuse University at a fraction of the cost per credit 

(This year the cost was $110/credit or $330/course) . Our teachers are trained by 

Syracuse University to teach their curriculum at our school. 

 The purpose of offering Project Advance Classes to our students is to 

provide an alternative to the Advanced Placement Program as a method of offering 

college credit courses to our students .  While more than 90% of our 660 students 

attend college, and the vast majority of those choose  four- year colleges, 

approximately 35% of the class of 2007 took AP courses. We believe that more of 

our students are capable of gaining college credit while in high school.  SUPA was 

specifically chosen as it is a program rooted in research and evaluation and, unlike 

Advanced Placement courses, allows for multiple assessments.   Transferring credits 

earned through this program is not difficult. In most cases, colleges will accept 

courses in which the students  have earned a C or above, and who are good matches 

for those in which they would have taken on that campus. 

For the past two years, as a school community , we have made a concerted effort to  

emphasize rigor  and high standards , with particular attention  to our college- 

preparatory  level students who are typically not recommended for Advanced 

Placement  courses.  Offering these courses would assist us in challenging and better 

preparing these students. 

Some of the Project Advance Course offerings would afford our students 

with a college-level academic experience while they are either refining their 

academic skills or pursuing  areas of interest.   One course that will be offered next 

year, entitled  College Learning Strategies, will  be an excellent venue for exposing 

students to college level work while at the same time preparing them to succeed at 

college. 

The other course, Public Affairs , will be of interest to  students who may be 

interested in a public service career, leadership skills and/or community service, an 

introduction to that type of career. 

 In addition, the additional instructional rooms in the new wing and 

renovations are making it possible to offer a variety of new electives for the 2007

-2008 school year. They include:

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KHS APPLIES FOR 

 HISTORY GRANT  
 

Doing Forensic History: Creating Context, Characters, and Plot uses 

a history lab approach to instruct teachers, and students on how to write 

traditional US history narratives. It focuses on the analysis and interrogation 

of primary source documents ï the essential skills of an historian. Teachers 

will expand the lab model and the scope of their research so students learn 

to tell the story of the ordinary American during extraordinary times.  This 

approach will result in a change in perspective and broaden the 

understanding of the world of primary sources.  As detectives, teachers and 

students need to realize that sometimes the real story lies in the smaller, oft 

overlooked sources.   Every day historical records such as cemeteries and 

material culture become the new evidence used to create traditional 

American History narrative.  As forensic historians, students will not 

simply write the words of the narrative, but create profiles of ordinary 

people during extraordinary times.  In these profiles, students will see their 

own faces in the larger painting that is US History. 

This program proposed by the Kinnelon Public School District, along 

with Newark Star Academy, Butler School District and the West Morris 

Regional School District, focuses the study of traditional American 

historical topics through the eyes of the ordinary American.  Teachers will 

be trained to use these skills to achieve the following goals: 

§ Recognize and use the primary sources found in the architecture, 

cemeteries, records of birth, death, and transfer of property of 

ordinary Americans. 

§ Complete US History based lab report (narrative) of the ordinary 

American during extraordinary times 

§ Archive student narratives for future research on a Teaching 

American History website. 

§ Hyperlink work on website to corresponding New Jersey Core 

Content Standards in US History. 

If selected to receive the TAH grant, we will be innovators and 

professional educators who can serve other schools in New Jersey and 

nationwide as a model to implement this unique approach to traditional US 

History narrative.  Through professional development and presentations at 

national conferences, participating teachers can create a ripple effect of 

connecting content with historical pedagogy long after the grant ends.    

 A turnkey professional development project will begin during the third 

year of the grant, using teachers trained during the first two years.  The 

turnkey professional development will take place using the existing 

professional development structures in the district: (1) New Teacher 

Orientation ï All new teachers who teach traditional US History will 

receive History Lab training during their regularly scheduled New Teacher 

Training Session prior to starting the school year, and (2) Existing teachers 

of US History will begin to receive the training during a regularly scheduled 

professional development day held every year in October.
