Pioneers of Atlantic City

Nobody knows who will live in Atlantic City next, but people know about the past. The first people that lived in
Atlantic City were the Lenni Lenape Native Americans.

For the next hundred years, the island was not only visited by Na-
tive Americans but also hunters and some early settlers.

Over the years, more and more people around the world started to settle in Absecon. Abescon turned into At-
l antic City in 1854.

City) was Thomas Budd. He arrived in Atlantic County in the late 1670s. For the next hundred years, he would not

only be visited by Indians, but also hunters and some of the early mainland settlers. Among these brave people was
Jeremiah Leeds.

He was the first white man to build a permanent structure on Absecon Island in 1785. It is now Arctic and
Arkansas Ave. His grandfather built a cedar log on Baltic Ave.

Jeremiah and his were the first official residents of At
his second wife Millicent got a license to operate a tavern
and Massachusetts Ave.

Several of Millicent and Jeremiah6s children were impor:t
May 2, 1828. He was the cityds first post maker. Another so
became the cityds first mayor in 1854.

Then, the first official road from the mainland to Atlantic City was completed in 1870. The road ran from
Pleasantville. Also, it had a $.30 toll.

But, there was still one problem for businessmen, SAND. It was as messy as dripping ice cream. From train

cars to hotel lobbies, sand was everywhere. Then, Alexander Boardman was asked to think of a way to keep sand

out. Costing half the towndés tax revenue, an eight foot boa
On Sunday, September 9, 1889 a horrible hurricane hit Atlantic City, destroying the boardwalk. Most of

the city was under 6 feet of water, and the ocean met the bay at Georgia Ave. The city was as wet as a pool. The

boardwalk today is 60 feet wide and 60 miles long. On Wednesday, June 16, 1880 Atlantic City was formally open.

PLACES TO VISIT

There are so many interesting places to visit in Atlantic City. The most popular is the boardwalk. The board-
walk is 60 feet wide. It used to be 8 feet wide.

Another interesting thing to visit is Lucy, the Margate Elephant. It was built in 1881 and is now located in
Margate, NJ, which was once called South Atlantic City.

Noyes Museum is located on Lily Lake Rd., Oceanville. There are permanent displays of work by some of New
Jerseyfds southern top artist and speci al exhibits.

Also, Hard Rock Café is on the boardwalk by the Trump Taj Mahal. It has great food and there is a store so
you can get Hard Rock pins, shirts, guitar picks, and more.

There is even a Ripleyds Believe it or not Museum on t he
ing exhibits, including the New Jersey devil skeleton and a roulette table made out of jellybeans! There is so much
to visit at Atlantic City!
