Consistent with the U.S. Supreme Court RuliBgard of Education of Independent Scho
District N0.92 of Pottawatomie County et al v. Earls et al., B36. 822 (2002) and the Ney
Jersey Supreme Court Ruling Joye v. Hunterdon Cersl Regional High School Board of
Education,176 N.J. 568 (2003), the Board of Education directs the Chief School Administ
to implement and conduct a program of randdaohol anddrug testing of pupil participants ir
athletics, cecurricular activites, pupils granted parking permits for-ommpus parking, pupils
who have violated the district substance abuse policy, and pupils who voluntarily elg
participate in the program with parental consent. Eligibility shall apply to the entire acac
year. The Principal oAssistant Principashall oversee the Policy and Procedure.
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In accordance with NJAC 6A:14.4, prior to implementation of Policy 5530.1, the Kinnelg
Board of Educationwill:

The school nurse will gather testing specimens and
follow all standards relating to confidentiality and accuracy of the collection process as out

e Consequences of a Confirmed Positive

Consistent with the philosophy of the Kinnelon Board of Education that this policy
provides the maximum opportunity for opening a portal of assistance for our student;
well as encouraging voluntary partictfmn, any student, whether they participate in the
random or voluntary testing program on the first confirmed positive will be not be
suspended from school or the@arricular/extra curricular activity provided there is strig
adherence to the districtlsstance abuse policy and procedure. However in accordanc
