What is the SAT II?  

·Additional tests, often referred to as Subject 
Tests , are required OR RECOMMENDED  by 
the most competitive colleges.  

Used for admissions and/or placement.  
·Students are required to take 2 or 3 Subject 

Tests (check with each college) in subject 
area of choice (Math, History,etc .)  

·Notes :  
·Administered on same schedule as SAT 

Reasoning  
·Some schools accept ACT in lieu of  

SAT Subject Tests

Reporting SAT Scores  
 

·When requested by the student the Guidance 
Office will send a studentôs SAT/ACT Score Report 
label score with the transcript.  NOT ALL 
COLLEGES REQUIRE THE SAT/ACT; THEREFORE, 
KHS WILL NOT AUTOMATICALLY SEND THE 
SCORES.  
 

·Some colleges require scores to be sent directly 
from College Board. It is the studentôs 
responsibility to contact collegboard.com and 
have scores mailed to colleges.

Navigation Menu

Light gray sections are common to 
all the colleges. The others are 
unique to each school 



Getting to the Search Engine 

By clicking on Search for Colleges on the left-hand navigation menu, the 
student is brought to the Simple Search page.

The Common Application 

After searching for and adding colleges, the user moves on to the Common 
Application itself, beginning with the Future Plans section with  
college-specific questions. 



Required Questions 

Throughout the Common Application, applicants will come across required 
questions which will be marked in bold and gold.

The CEEB code look-up feature populates school information to the Common 
Application automatically.

Printing and PDFs 

Students can check 
their progress at any 
time by clicking 
Preview at the top of 
the page. This will 
bring up a PDF copy 
of the application. 



Signature 

On the final section of the 
Common Application, students 
affirm that they have previewed 
their application and then select 
schools for submission before 
clicking on Submit.  



Signature 

After a successful submission 
the student is brought back to 
their My Colleges page and can 
view status information about 
other areas of their Common 
Application.  



Supplements 

Working down the left-hand navigation menu, students will arrive at the 
Supplements section.  



Payments 

Unless a school requires 
payment before 
submission, students will 
be prevented from paying 
at the beginning. 



Students electing to pay by Credit 
Card or eCheck are taken to the 
website for our payment vendor 
where they must: 

1) Agree to the terms and conditions 

2) Fill out payer information 
3) Enter Payment Method &Information 
4) Click Submit

Students 
should refer to the 
My Colleges page to 
confirm that all 
required items have 
been submitted 
properly.

ÅYou may report un-weighted GPA which is out of 4.0 or weighted which is 

out of 5.0 

ÅDo not forget to ñsubmitò 

ÅLook at the ñApplication Checklistò of each school to which you apply 

ÅKnow if they require your test scores to come directly from the testing 

agency or if they will accept our copy. You may have to order them to 

be sent 

ÅKnow your deadlines
